Lesson Plan for Henrico 21 Awards
Teacher Name:  Marian Abbott
Lesson Title:   Bienvenue a JR Tucker!
Target Grade/Subject:  French III
Length: This project takes three 90-minutes class periods; but may be split into 15 minutes filming segments throughout the marking period.
Summary:
J.R. Tucker students communicated with French students by writing letters and creating a video of their school.  Students worked in collaborative teams to write a script, film, perform, direct, and edit the video. They had to communicate using the correct French articulation, pronunciation, and conjugation of verbs in an everyday conversation.
Essential questions or objectives:  
How do students communicate effectively in French using the correct vocabulary and application of grammar, in a real life situation?

Lesson Development:
Process/Tasks: 
1. Initially, students wrote letters to the French students.  They wrote one paragraph in English and one paragraph in French.  The French students read the paragraphs, edited them, and replied.  This was a reciprocal process with our American students reading the French paragraphs, editing the English paragraphs, and replying in French.
2. Students also researched online using French newspapers to ask students about current events.
3. Next, the students wrote how they would introduce themselves to the French students on video and mentioned at least one thing they liked to do. In a large group, they practiced introducing themselves so that they were comfortable speaking. Using a digital video recorder, they taped themselves saying hello.  Students set up the video recorder and monitored the recording process. 
4. For the video project, students decided what areas of the school they wanted to film and determined what they should say/write in a 4-5 line script.  Locations included:
1) school entrance and brief history
2) office

3) library

4) cafeterias

5) classrooms of their choosing (they selected art, immersion, science and a math 
room)
5.  Students worked in collaborative teams and went out on campus with video equipment and began to film each segment.   Students performed and directed the video segments themselves.  Each student had to speak on camera at least once.
6.  Students downloaded their film to one computer.  They reviewed their footage and edited the film.  They  worked together to decide what would be the best viewing/audio possible.  They listened to the French spoken and decided if it was accurate or if it needed to be re-recorded. 
7.  Students determined all other elements that should be included in the film (title page, music, still shots, credits etc) and added the content as they desired.
8.  Students combined the five group videos into one big movie and decided the best way to send the video (disc, electronically, flashdrive) to France.
9. Students reflected on their experience creating the video.  They learned that the video sound quality was an issue.  They became aware that at times the microphone was located too far away and also that the wind outside could interfere with the sound quality.  These were important lessons to learn because the students will be working on another video for the French students in other locations in the community such as the supermarket and shopping mall.
10.  Students continued to communicate with the French students by writing letters and sharing books written in the English language on a middle school level.  
11. Students created global friendships with the French students outside the classroom and began to communicate with them through Facebook and accepting them as “Friends”.
Evaluation Procedure:
Assessment of objectives: 
First, the groups self reflected on the video project.  Then the groups evaluated each other groups’ edited video.  Finally, Mrs. Abbott graded the videos based on a rubric provided to the students.

TIPC Assessment:
Research and Information Fluency:   
Students researched online using French newspapers to ask students about current events.  While reading the French articles, they were also improving their understanding of the French language and vocabulary.  For the video project, students had to select a video editing program and learn how to use it. Rather than practicing rote memorization of verbs, students had to use everyday French language to communicate information about themselves, their school, and real world situations.
Communication and Collaboration:  
Students communicated beyond the classroom and globally by writing letters to French students and by creating a video of their school.  Students worked in collaborative teams to design and write a script, perform in the video, direct the video, and edit the footage.  They had to communicate using the correct French articulation, pronunciation, and conjugation of verbs.  Students self reflected on the video project and the teams evaluated each others’ edited video. 
Critical Thinking and Problem Solving:     
Students used higher-level thinking skills to read the French newspapers online and to read and edit the French students’ letters. For the video project, students had to decide what information they would share with the French students.  They chose the locations to videotape and wrote the scripts in French.  At the end, they reflected on the process of creating the video. Students often have a difficult time speaking a second language in public and using the correct pronunciation and conjugation of verbs in an everyday conversation.  This project encouraged the development of these skills and improved student confidence in speaking French. 
Creativity and Innovation:  
The video was an original work, completely created by students for students.  They creatively wrote the scripts and edited the video.  The video offered a novel solution for students to speak a second language aloud, build confidence, and grow global friendships.
