Lesson Title:Public Service Announcement

Target Grade/Subject: 6th grade English
Length: 3 class periods (estimated 4.5 hours)


 
Summary: Students researched and created an original public service announcement. This could be made on the computer or on a poster board. Citations had to be used for research and for images. We spent a class period covering persuasive writing in general, PSAs in specific, citations, and choosing topics. We then spent a class period in the library researching, and another class period with our ITRT learning how to create projects in movie maker.


 
Essential questions:   What is a PSA? How can I use images and research to create a convincing persuasive presentation?   


 
Lesson Development:
Process/Tasks/Assessment: 
Day One: Students took notes on plagiarism and citations. Then I showed the class several examples of PSA videos, including both professional and student created examples. Then, students brainstormed a list of PSA topics, and were given the assignment directions and rubric. Students drew three PSA topics that were pre-written by by me on index cards, and selected the one that they wanted to research. 

Day Two: The whole class was spent in the library, with a quick review lesson on research tools. The rest of the class was spent researching with the assistance of the librarians.
 
Day Three: The ITRT came to the class and showed the students how to use Movie Maker to create a movie using images, text, sound, and transitions. Students then worked the rest of the class on their projects. 

Additional time was given at the end of subsequent classes to work on their PSA and ask questions leading up to the due date, approximately a week later. 

Students submitted their projects in a drop box on school space. I showed the PSAs to the class on our Promethean board and students used a rubric to give feedback on their peers.

Categories:
Research and Information Fluency: Approaching. Students were given a choice of topics and methods to reach an end goal of creating a PSA. The teacher worked primarily as a facilitator for student creativity. 
Communication and Collaboration: Developing. Structures were created and overseen by the teacher. 
Critical Thinking and Problem Solving:Approaching. Students were given the task of creating a PSA with basic parameters. They were then allowed to choose how they created that project and what was the best way to get their message across. 
Creativity and Innovation: Approaching. Students created their own messages within the parameters set by the teacher.
